Shipston Could Miss

Out on Tourism
Promotion.
Despite letters of invitation

being mailed to over 200
recipients and the event being
advertised in the last issue of
the Forum, only two businesses
attended the public meeting
arranged by Stratford District
Council to outline their ideas as
to how the whole of Stratford
District might be promoted for
tourism purposes.

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No end in sight for traffic chaos

Speaking at the Shipston Annual Town Meeting, Clir Simon Welch,
Leader of the General Purposes Working Group, updated residents
on the situation regarding the totally unsatisfactory progress made
with Warwickshire County Council to try to alleviate the traffic
chaos in the centre of Shipston.

Clir Welch described a plan that has been discussed with the
County Highways Department which would create a one -way traffic
flow through the centre of the town. Traffic would enter Market
Pace (which would become a one  -way route) from Church Street
and turn into the High Street (also a one way route) by Lloyds
Bank.

The parking along the right side of the High Street would become
echeloned to make parking and reversing back into the traffic flow,
easier. Traffic would then leave the town centre into West Street.

In order to progress this suggestion, the County Council have
indicated that they would need to undertake a feasibility study but
have claimed that they do not have the sum of £3000.00 in their
budget to carry this out. They have offered to install, on a
temporary basis, a CCTV camera ay the junction of Market Place
and High Street for two days and then provide the recorded images
to the Town Council.

This suggestion has been deemed to be impractical in the sense
that it would require someone to watch 48 hours of recorded data
in order to produce a report on a problem that is already known to
exist. The Town Council has pointed out to the County that funding
for such a survey actually exists in the Section 106 Agreement
pertaining to the Village Estate. They have also indicated that if cost
is truly the issue, then it could be funded from Town Council
reserves, but this, so far, has been resisted by the County.

There is absolutely no doubt that the traffic situation in the town
centre is worsening. Motorists continually break the law by parking
on the left side of the High Street, outside the George Hotel, HSBC
Bank and the White Bear, which is controlled by Yellow Lines, or
simply loiter in the hope that parking spaces will become available.

It has also been noted that vehicles displaying Blue Disability
Badges are parking inconsiderately T one such vehicle was parked
at the narrow entrance to the Market Place, causing a blockage of
vehicles seeking to enter or leave this road and whilst the Traffic
Warden had no power to ask the driver to move the vehicle (this
could only be done by a police officer on the grounds of causing an
obstruction 1 but, of course, no such officer was to be seen in the
town at the time) the actions of the driver should have been far
more considerate to his or her fellow motorists.

The issue of illegal and inconsiderate parking has been previously
highlighted by the drivers of Shipston Link Ltd, the community bus
service, both in a letter to the Forum and the attendance of three of
its members at the March meeting of the Town Council.

On behalf of the drivers, Tim Walker urged the Council to take
action before a serious accident takes place. He explained that due
to illegal parking across the bus stop outside the White Bear, he
and his fellow drivers were often unable to park in the marked Bus
Stop area meaning that passengers must leave the bus onto the
road rather than the pavement, with those seeking to cross the
road have limited view of traffic travelling in both directions.

Spring is in the air!

Now that spring is finally here, Stratford -on-Avon
District Council would like to remind residents to

put garden waste in their green wheeled bin to be
collected every other week  on the same collection
day as the blue lidded recycling bin.

Green bins are able to be used for grass
cuttings, prunings, small trees/branches
(maximum 75mm/3 inch diameter), flowers and
weeds. Residents are also reminded that food
waste including raw food, cooked food (including
bones) can be put in the green wheeled bin
wrapped in paper or put it in compostable bags but
not in plastic bags. The contents of the green
wheeled bins are taken to an in -vessel compost
facility in Ufton where it is turned into compost
that is used locally.
